By utilizing the chaos associated with the subtle gravitational 
forces between planets, a new low-fuel route to the Moon was 
created. A new NASA mission called GRAIL will implement 
this route, which has not been used since 1991.The upcoming 
mission also represents an exciting development in the 
emerging field of low energy trajectory design.
